     Thanksgiving Day is coming up real soon 
and that always brings to my mind a bunch of 
memories. My first recollection of Thanksgiv-

ing Day centers around a big table in my 
grandmother’s house in San Antonio on 

Buena Vista Street. Actually, the most vivid 
memory comes from a few days prior to 
Thanksgiving Day, when we would go down to 

Polunsky’s and pick out a live turkey to take 
home. Then, the next day, my grandfather 

would take that turkey out into the backyard 
where it would meet its imminent demise in a 
most spectacular way – at least for a five year 

old. I’ll spare the details for the younger gen-
eration, but those of us from the ‘old school’ 
will remember that that’s the way it was done 

in those days. The other memory I have from 
that time is that my grandmother was always 

asked to give the blessing. I remember that it 
was rather lengthy and that she always cried - 
as did my parents, aunts and uncles – while 

we children just sat in wonder waiting for the 
food to be doled out.  
     Later on, we would observe Thanksgiving 

Day in our house with Mom and Dad, the four 
of us kids and maybe a relative or two. Since 

there was no school that day (we didn’t get a 
whole week off like today), we spent most of 
the day playing outside, came in for Thanks-

giving Dinner, then went out to play again un-
til we got hungry. Then we’d come back in 

and start in on the leftovers. Years later my 
parents bought a business that kept them 
busy 7 days a week and holidays. My big 

brother and sister were grown and married 
and I was a student at TCU.  
      

      

I came home for Thanksgiving and my par-

ents gave me some money and told me to 
take my little sister and go have Thanksgiv-

ing dinner at Luby’s Cafeteria. I think Mom 
felt guilty about it – but my sister and I had 
a great time!  

     One of my fondest memories comes from 
a Thanksgiving spent in Vinton, Iowa where 
I served as minister of the First Christian 

Church. The Vinton Ministerial Alliance was 
sponsoring a Community Thanksgiving Ser-

vice on the night before Thanksgiving Day 
at the Presbyterian Church, which had the 
largest sanctuary. The day was bitter cold 

and snow was in the forecast. I, along with 
the other participating ministers, arrived 

early to prepare for the service. As the hour 
approached it began to snow – first a little, 
then a lot, and then a ton! I wondered if 

there would be much of a crowd. Then little 
by little, people came in from town, 
neighboring communities and local farms. 

They came in and filled the church and the 
service began as we all sang together:  

“Come, ye thankful people, come, raise the 
song of harvest home; all is safely gathered 
in, ere the winter storms begin . . .” Having 

grown up as a big city boy in South Texas, I 
had sung those words countless times but 

never stopped to realize what they really 
meant. Now, I was experiencing it and I was 
moved to tears. I remember . . . . 

     I don’t think you can really appreciate 
Thanksgiving until you’re old enough to 
have some fond memories. So I hope you 

remember – remember to give thanks.
