might be the ones to get it right. They can‟t 

wait to open their Christmas presents. Like-
wise, our mind set should be that we can‟t 
wait to open the greatest gift of all time – the 

gift of God‟s Son, Jesus Christ.

REPORT FROM THE PULPIT SEARCH  

COMMITTEE 
 

      Howdy, folks! Just wanted to bring you up 
to date on what the Pulpit Search Committee 
has been doing. Our congregational profile has 

been completed and sent to our regional min-
ister. You will recall that the congregational 

profile is the document that is sent to any 
minister that we believe is a serious candidate 
for becoming our new pastor. It is a snapshot 

of our church and lets them know a little 
about us. 

 Our regional minister, Dani Loving Cart-
wright, has now forwarded us the profiles of a 
number of potential ministerial candidates. 

The committee is currently studying these pro-
files and after we have had a chance to evalu-
ate their merits we will begin the interviewing 

process of those most promising. There will be 
an initial round of telephone interviews that 

will hopefully culminate in personal interviews 
with two or three of the most likely candidates.  
I expect the interviews to start in the next two 

to three weeks. It is hoped that by early next 
year we will have our new pastor in place. 
However, we will take whatever time is needed 

to find the right person. It is possible that our 
task may not be complete until much later in 

the year. Please bear with us and understand 
that we are as anxious as you are to begin the 
next chapter in the life of our church. 

  

    I also thought you might be inter-

ested in knowing the results of the re-
cent congregational survey. We had a 

good response from the congregation 
and received 51 surveys back. The re-
sults have been tabulated and are in-

cluded as part of our congregational 
profile that we sent to our regional min-
ister. 

 The results of the survey show 
that the goals of the congregation for 

the next five years are: 
1. To increase the membership of 

the church. 

2. To increase our connection 
with the community. 

3. To improve our youth pro-
gram. 

4. To hire a youth pastor. 

 
The survey also indicated that the 
personal and professional qualifi-

cations that we desire in a pastor 
include: 

 Someone who is outgoing and 

friendly. 

 Someone capable of good 

preaching. (Bible based, rele-

vant and uplifting)  

 A strong leader 

 Someone with a sense of hu-

mor. 

 A person who handles conflict 

well. 

 A motivator with vision. 

 Someone that relates to youth. 

 A person with a strong sense 

of calling. 
 

The committee appreciates the 

time you took to give us your 
opinions in these matters. It is 
our hope that by tapping into the 

good hearts of our congregation 
that the will of God will manifest 

itself and help lead us to the per-
son we need. We also ask for your 
continued prayers.
