“Then Moses took some of the anointing oil and
some of the blood from the altar and sprinkled
them on Aaron and his garments and on his
sons and their garments. So he consecrated
Aaron and his garments and his sons and
their garments.” — Leviticus 9:30

You don’t need me to tell you that we are
about to enter a very busy season both in our
personal lives and in our church life. Thanks-
giving Day is not that far away, followed by
the season of Advent, which in turn is fol-
lowed by Christmas Day, then New Year’s,
etc. On top of that, this Sunday we will be
observing Consecration Day here at Kirkwood
South, which got me to thinking about the
whole concept of ‘consecration’.

For several years our stewardship drive
has culminated in Consecration Sunday and
the resulting Victory Dinner’. So it’s not un-
usual for our members to associate the word
‘consecration’ with stewardship, fund raising,
money, offerings, pledges, etc. But really the
word itself has to do with ‘setting apart’ or
‘devoting to God’. Not that there’s anything
wrong with devoting our financial resources
to God or setting apart a portion of our wealth
to God. As a matter of fact, it makes a lot
more sense to approach our stewardship
drive in this way rather than saying ‘we need
x number of your dollars in order to meet a
budget of x number of dollars’. Giving that
comes from a sense of devotion is always bet-
ter than giving out of a sense of guilt. So let
me encourage you to respond to Consecration
Sunday with a ‘sense of devotion’.

Another aspect of consecration, however,
has to do with ministry. Particularly in re-
gards to ordained ministry, the church has
come to understand this office as ‘set apart’
and ‘devoted to God’.

Right now this congregation is in the midst
of seeking a minister who is both ‘set apart’
and ‘devoted to God’. I'm bringing this up to
you today because your Search Committee
is now at the point where it is receiving pro-
files of possible candidates. The Committee
is beginning what I believe is its most im-
portant and demanding work — making a
selection from a pool of possible candidates
and then making a recommendation to the
congregation. At this critical junction, I
would ask the members of the church to do
three things. First of all, PRAY for the
Search Committee. Second, BE PATIENT
and allow them to do their work carefully
and thoughtfully. Third, RESPECT CONFI-
DENTIALITY. Please don’t badger commit-
tee members for names or clues. Remember
that in our system, the majority of minis-
ters seeking relocation are presently serving
a congregation, and we do them no favors
by letting word leak out that they are in the
process of looking for another church. I've
worked with several Search Committees
and this is one of the best I've been associ-
ated with. They will do a good job and will
keep you informed every step of the way.

One last thing, since so many of you
inquired. We made 300 packs of candy to
give out on Halloween and we ran out by
7:45 p.m.!
